Applicants must be able to use Microsoft Word and Excel. Duties also include cash register operation, selling merchandise, and reconciliation of register receipts. Additional tasks may be assigned as needed. 

Uniform required. Winter schedule is every Sunday and two Wednesdays a month at the Visitor Center. In late spring through fall, the park aide will work weekends at Border Field, and Wednesdays and a few Thursdays at the Visitor Center. Wages depend on experience.

Important information from Member Joyce Jewell

(Joyce is also President of the Lakeside Frontier Riders

and the information came from the Tijuana River Valley (TRV).)

Horse emergencies can happen at any time but also at night – so some things to do to be prepared, i.e., have clothes laid out and keep your cell phone charged. Have a flashlight handy. Keep your trailer hitched to your truck!!

1. Keep a halter on your horse. Label it, but don't expect it back. Rescuers take the easiest horses first - ones with halters and LONG lead ropes. They take the horses to safety, take off the halters and lead ropes to go back and get more horses. Label EVERYTHING with THE RANCH and/or YOUR PHONE #: halters, lead ropes, horse blankets. Be OK about losing them - it may happen.
 

2. Label your horse!! The easiest way is to use duct tape labeled with THE RANCH and YOUR PHONE #. The best way is to have your horse(s) Micro chipped.
 

3. Keep your horse corral UNLOCKED. Rescuers may not have a bolt cutter. Again, Rescuers take the easiest horses first. Locked in horses may have to be left.
 

4. Have a long lead rope tied to the top rail next to the gate. Short leads are difficult for rescuers who often handle more than one or two horses at a time. The horses with short leads can get away more easily and rescuers may not have time to catch them.
5. Have a plan - who will take your horse(s)? Where will they go? Be prepared to take hay to the host ranch where your horse is taken. PLEASE DO NOT EXPECT any special feeding to be done by anyone but you. Some ranches may charge you for your days at the host ranch. Most charge only for the hay. Visit your horse daily. Clean the area and ask where to dump manure.
SUNSHINE LADY NEEDS TO KNOW

Unfortunately, Mule Mary was pinned under her truck last spring, and since it was not reported to the Sunshine Lady, or the Newsletter person, there was not a card sent or any information about her injuries reported to the membership. Please contact Gayla Robles if you know anyone in the club, past or present that is injured or sick. Mary had to have major knee surgery and was in a wheel chair for a long time and we only learned about it at the Breakfast Ride. Sorry Mule Mary for the oversight!
