MINUTES FOR PINE VALLEY MOUNTAIN RIDERS MEETING

JANUARY 13, 2010

The meeting was called to order by our president, Bill O’Brien, at 7:10 P.M.

There were no guests.

Minutes were not read due to the secretary’s absence.

Treasurer’s Report:  Our current balance is $4,303.33.

Bill read thank you notes from the Enrique Camareno Foundation, pin enclosed, Horsemanship for the Handicapped, Emergency Animal Rescue, and Rachel Vazquez.

Work Party:  The work party out of Ernie and Robyn Smith’s was great fun.  A lot was accomplished by 12 workers, and there was a great lunch of lasagna and salad waiting for us on our return.  Thank you to the Smiths for hosting this event.

Breakfast Ride:  Scott and Marci are cooking breakfast burritos and will do the shopping this Friday.  All help with cooking will be appreciated.  There will be 2 rides going out, one at 9:00 A.M. and one at 9:30.  Susan will lead a longer ride through the river up Dead Horse Trail for 2 hours and 45 minutes, and Ernie will lead a shorter ride. Thank you to the Buckels for hosting this event again at their beautiful ranch.

VERN WHITAKER-ANZA BORREGO CAMP OUT

February 12, 13 &14, 2010

Marty and Terry Jorgensen

All the campsites have been reserved but there is plenty of parking in the large overflow area and there are corrals available. If you are planning to attend the campout please let me know how many horses you are bringing so I can be sure there is corral space for everyone who wants to come. This is the best time to camp and ride in the desert. The grass is coming in and the valley floor is a beautiful shade of green. The days are just warm enough to feel good and the nights cool enough to sleep well. This area is great for any rider, there are short trails, long trails, dirt roads and sandy areas and several creek crossings too!
Official check in time is 2:00 pm however; you can usually get in a bit earlier if there is space. The reservations are not for specific sites just take which ever looks good to you. If you did not make a reservation you will be in the overflow area, which is between the restroom building and the wind ramada and fire ring. Corrals are not assigned either so you can use any that you wish to. Bring the usual feed and water buckets; your horse might appreciate a blanket too. Restrooms have nice hot water showers. They used to take quarters but I have heard they are free this year, not sure so bring some change just in case.
I will lead a ride out on Friday afternoon about 4:00 pm for those who want an easy route out across the flats. Then on Saturday we will saddle up to ride out at 10:00 am sharp to head up the canyon. We will ride to Collins Valley. For those who want to turn around at that point it is about a 3 hr ride total. If some want to go to Bailey’s cabin we will continue but it is a long ride that will need some moving out when appropriate. It is about a 6 hr ride to the cabin and back.
We do not have the chuck wagon on this camp out so on Friday night plan to gather in the wind ramada about 6:30 pm – 7:00 pm for potluck dessert. On Saturday night we will have a potluck dinner and campfire. If you have firewood you can bring that would be appreciated. I plan to check on how much is there and bring some but it burns too fast on cool evenings.
Directions: From East County you can come up thru Cuyamaca SP to Julian, down Banner Grade and continue on S-3 into Borrego OR you can go thru Julian to Santa Ysabel onto Hwy 79, turning Right onto S-2 (power station) then Left onto S-22 going thru Ranchita and down into Borrego. There is a switch back grade on either route. If you want to avoid both grades you would continue straight on S-2 thru San Felipe to Sissor's Crossing and then turn Left onto S-3. It is a longer route but flat.
If you are traveling thru Ramona continue on Hwy 78 to Santa Ysabel, turn Left onto Hwy 79, turn Right onto S-2 (power station) then Left onto S-22 going thru Ranchita OR stay on S-2 thru San Felipe for the flat route to Sissor's Crossing and Left onto S-3.
Once in Borrego you will come to a round about, go around and continue out on Borrego Springs Road, it will make a sharp right turn after several miles, slow down here. Just past this curve turn Left onto Henderson Canyon Road. There is a small brown sign that says, Vern Whitaker Horse Camp. Henderson Canyon Road is a washboard dirt road thru a citrus grove and goes for a couple of miles and dead ends at the horse camp.
