Each PVMR member will need to make their own reservation either by calling     1. 800. 444. 7275    or online at www.reserveamerica.com  you will need to enter the info for the area you are looking for.  If you have any questions please call me and I will help you get to the site.  

There are 10 sites PLUS 1 ADA site.  There are a total of 42 corrals. There is also a large overflow/day use area that can accommodate several rigs.  However, State Park rules say all horses staying overnight need to be in a corral, no highlines or tied to trailers.  The reservation system does not keep track of how many horses are coming.  In order to try and have as many members as possible be able to go I will keep track of the total number of horses.  So please let me know the details of your reservation especially the number of horses you are bringing.

The camp offers large sites with a picnic table, fire ring, saddle racks and water.  The corrals are individual with water close by.  There is a new bathroom building with showers; you will need quarters for the shower.  There is also a community area with a large fire ring and a wind ramada with picnic tables.  Bring your lanterns.

We will send details of the weekend events as the time gets closer, the important thing to do now is make your reservation as the site has been closed for more than a month and many people have been waiting for it to reopen.
