Meet at the SD County Open Space at Santa Ysabel West staging area on Hwy 78, a few miles south of Dudley’s Bakery.  Trailer parking can get tight if there is a large number of rigs so try to “trailer pool” if possible and arrive in time to get parked and saddled up.  The staging area has a water trough, trashcan and a porti-potty.  You will need to pack out manure from the staging area, so just put it back in your trailer.

The ride is approximately 3 hours with a short lunch break.  We will cross 1 good-sized creek and traverse 2 good-sized hills.  There are free-range cattle on the property and we will need to go thru 3 gates to keep the cattle where they belong.
