Subject: weekly trails report
Thanks to Ernie Smith for sharing this report with us from David McClure.
Once again, apologies for being late with the weekly report. This week we cleared downed trees off: Westside Trail just west of the highway and south of Sweetwater Parking.  East Side Trail in drainage just south of Sweetwater Parking - this was a difficult one since it was right in the drainage but I believe that it is fine for a Multi-Purpose trail. Please let me know if any of your members think otherwise and we'll go back and look at it. East Side Trail further south and generally about in line with Milepost 4 on the highway. Azalea Glen Trail from Paso campground to just past the CRHT junction - 15 - 20 down trees here. CRHT from the Azalea Glen junction to appx 1/4 mile north.
Please note a closed trail. CRHT has been washed out just west of the Azalea Glen junction and is impassable. A normal trickling creek is now a minor river and has taken over the trail and there is no way around it. Warn your members to not attempt to come down CRHT/Azalea Glen from the top (Azalea Springs Fire Road) or they will be turning around and going back up. Ray Lennox and his crew are aware of this and we will get to work on it as soon as the water subsides a bit.
Also, CRHT is still closed with the 50" pine about 1/4 mile west of the Paso Group camp. This section can still be hiked on foot as it is a pretty easy crawl under the tree, but you won't get a bicycle under there and definitely no horses. Again, as this is located in drainage and there is no way around it. If the weather can clear up just once on a weekend, Dave H. wants to take a crack at it.
Fire road issues are still problematic as the roads are wet and muddy and not safe to drive on. Again, we have to wait for things to dry out a bit. A lot of the trails are still muddy so please be careful if you go out for a ride or hike. We are working on the South Loop Trail that goes up the hill from Campsite 80 at Paso and should finish that up next week. The so-called "ADA Loop" trail that circles around by the Paso group camp is open and clear all the way around. Rain in the forecast for this weekend so, alas, the Saturday trail work is once again cancelled.
Again, please remind your members about getting the trail reports turned in. They can be left in the TMU box at the Ready Room and I'll retrieve them when I go up on Tuesday. Also, feel free to email them to me. You can call me if you wish, but I prefer the written report (email or otherwise) because I'll forget the phone conversation (gettin' old is a son of a gun!)

Happy trails to all of you and your members and we'll see how many more trees come down in this weekend's storm.
