Left Alpine at 3pm, worried about traffic, but 2.5 hours we were pulling into our campsite (the usual intermittent traffic between Del Mar and Carlsbad, but nothing to get us lathered up. By the time we got there, Bill and Susan had enjoyed a beverage, and had already headed out. We heard about their short excursion-wildflowers abounded, great trail conditions made us anxious to get out ourselves.

Saturday morning-after a protein loading (bacon and eggs) experience, off Keith and I went for a 2-hour ride that turned into 3 hours because we just didn’t want to turn around.  We started out going thru the creek, and then thru a grove filled with gigantic oak trees-the ground was a soft carpet of leaves and bark. Heaven! We climbed to the West Ridge, and rode to the park boundary. Along the way we saw a kaleidoscope of colors brought about by the profusion of wildflowers.

There were yellow ones, orange ones, short ones, tall ones. There were purple ones, red ones, white ones, blue ones. The sandstone cliffs held some of the most tenacious plants I had ever seen.and I’ve lived in LANCASTER! Every time we thought we couldn’t see another new variety, we did. Then there was the weather-the delicious, 70 degree weather. When it seemed to get just a little warm, a mild coastal breeze would come in, rustle the leaves, and cool the senses, giving the horses a break. We met a bicyclist who is going to be on TV in June-the premise was he and a buddy was trying to outrun 2 riders on horses (in Big Bear.hello HEARTBAR!). He wouldn’t/couldn’t tell us how it ended, so Keith and I are going to be checking. We met up with about 7 cyclists, most in groups of 2, and they were great-always gave way, always treated the horses with respect and patience. The way down was challenging, but never scary. We got back in camp in time to enjoy a siesta, then get ready for the first ever (that I’ve been a part of) PVMR Wine Tasting.

Although I suggested it, all credit goes to Fritz and Jeni for carrying thru and making it a fun time-there were 5 wines of various prices (I believe all below $10), and a score sheet. Although some people weren’t as serious as others (you know who you are, you drinkers of blush wine!!), the rest of us smelled and tasted our hearts out, and if I remember correctly (remember, it was a wine tasting event, 5 people, 5 bottles of wine, and we consumed it all!), the $3 bottle from Traders Joes (or maybe Costco) won! Deer were sighted by some, bunnies and squirrels by everyone; woodpeckers were doing their thing all day long.

There are non-equestrian campgrounds, so if you have non-horsey family members (GASP), they can stay nearby. Most corrals and campsites are shady, and there are trash cans nearby. The horses are in 12x12 corrals, almost a spa experience for horse camping.

10 members were there and rode in groups ranging from 2-4. In addition, there was a round pen for rolling, blowing off steam or...

The bad-we were warned they might run out of water for the horses, due to mechanical malfunctions, and there was no running water for showers or bathrooms BUT there were outhouses. In the end, they did NOT run out of water (
