Prices for a horse corral are $10.00 each corral; if you have 2 horses in a one corral it will be a $5.00 extra charge for the second horse in the corral. Horses tied to your horse trailer in designated areas only will be $5.00 per horse. Our prices Presidents Day weekend are as follows:


Full Hook-up sites $30.00 per night


Dry camp over by the corrals will be $20.00 per night.


We offer the Clubhouse at $100.00 per day (with a refundable $50.00 cleaning deposit). Full Kitchen, pool table, Satellite TV, DVD Player & Hot Spa, seats to 75 AND I will give you the Club House for $150.00 both nights as the LFR has a $100.00 deposit on it as is. That is a 25% off savings.


For future dates booked (after 2/13/09) the discount offered here at Butterfield will be a 10% off the top of each reservation for group discounts.
